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LT100 Lap Timer Operation (Manual Version)

A single button on side of the display unit is used for all functions except timing. To switch on, press and release the side button. When four dashes "----" appear the display is ready to accept the first trigger. 

The button on the end of the coiled lead is used to time the laps. On the first press of this button all zeros "00.00" will be displayed. On the next press, the lap number is first displayed in the format "L  1" for lap one. This is displayed for two seconds before the lap time is shown. The lap time will remain on the display until a new lap is timed.





Fastest Lap Feature

To indicate a new fastest lap to the driver, the display will flash for the whole of the following lap.



                   Displaying Stored Lap Times

The display will store the first 100 lap times. To recall them, press the side button momentarily. The message "LAPS" will be displayed. The next momentary press of the button will display the fastest lap. Each subsequent press of the button will step through the lap times.

The lap times are retained in memory when the display is turned off. To recall the old lap times, switch on the display, then press the side button once to get into recall mode. Each press of the side button will then scroll through the lap times. The old lap times are deleted when the display is used again to time laps.




          Switching Off the Display

To switch off, keep the side button pressed until the message "OFF" appears. The display will power off when the button is released.

The display has an auto power down feature. If no trigger is received for 30 minutes the display will automatically switch off. 





Lap Times over 2 Minutes





~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~

The display has a 4 and a half digit display i.e. it can display up to “1.59.99”. The half digit being the “1”. If the lap time is 2 minutes or greater, the minutes are first displayed for two seconds in the format “-03-” (for 3 minutes) and then the seconds and hundredths. This was considered to be a worthwhile compromise in the design. If a 6 digit display was chosen the digits would be much smaller and more difficult to read. .





   Battery Requirements





   ~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~

Power for the display is provided by a PP3 size 9 volt battery which should provide a minimum of 40 hours continuous use. A low battery symbol appears on the display when the battery is going flat.
